2025-2026 Bradford County 4-H Minimum Standards
4-H MEMBERS MUST BE IN “GOOD STANDING” BEFORE ENTERING PROJECTS IN THE BRADFORD COUNTY FAIR OR PARTICIPATING IN OUT OF COUNTY 4-H COMPETITIONS.

To be in good standing, each member must complete the following: 
1. Must register in 4-H Online by October 1, 2025. Step by step directions are available at the Extension Office or from your 4-H leader. 
2. Must attend 75% of your club meetings. Leaders will provide dates for club meetings at the beginning of the 4-H year. It is the members' responsibility to attend. 
3. Must submit at least one 4-H record book/project book. 
*If you are participating in a Steer, Swine, or Goat project at the Bradford County Fair you must submit a record book for that project to qualify to show. 

a. First submission deadline (Beef, Swine, and Goat record books only) - February 25, 2026
· At first submission, livestock books will be checked for completion and members will receive feedback, but they will not be graded for awards until after final submission.
b. Final submission deadline – May 1, 2026
4. Must participate in at least one community service project at club or county level. 
5. Must give a speech or demonstration at club level or County Events. 
6. Must meet any additional standards set by your 4-H club leader(s).
