Fun Things To Do

. Use modeling clay to make a three-dimensional map of your neighborhood or community. Be
sure to include schools, churches, stores and other buildings of significance to children.

. Make a chart listing various family chores and the individuals responsible for them. Discuss the
importance of these chores, and the importance to society of medical and public safety
professions. Locate pictures in books and magazines of people at work, and discuss the ways in
which other people depend on their efforts.

. Locate your home on a map, and also locate the home of a friend or relative. Tracing the
route between the two locations with your finger, help your child understand the map's
basic symbols.

. Help your child draw pictures of your community at various times of the year by supplying
books and magazines with photos of seasonal weather extremes. Provide a calendar for labeling
the completed drawings with the appropriate months.

. Visit your public library, and, in the children's section, find a book about growing up in another
country and culture. Then go to the cookbook section and find a cookbook with recipes from the
same country as the children's book. Make sure to take your child with you when you shop for
the ingredients for your ethnic cuisine, and give the child a role in preparing the meal.

. Describe the neighborhood you lived in while growing up—show your child photographs
if any are available—and compare it with the community you now live in. Suggest comparable
buildings from your childhood and the community you now live in for your child to draw.

. Use a map of your state or region to discuss vacation possibilities, and various types of
transportation. Point out airports, and lakes, oceans Or [ivers on which there is boat travel. Show
your child a rail line, a road on which the largest trucks can travel, and a gravel road unsuited to
trucks.
