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Angel’s Trumpet

Brugmansia spp

This densely foliated plant puts on a spectacular show when in full bloom for a number of weeks
in summer and fall. Flowers are normally 5 to 6 inches but can be up to 12 inches long. Locate
Angel’s Trumpet alone as a specimen in the lawn or in a mulched bed with a ground cover
beneath the canopy. All parts of the plant are poisonous so don’t let kids or pets eat any of it.
